►  The tap water is drinkable, the locals are fine with it, but this has only relatively 

recently become the case so we tend to trust bottled water more for drinking.   
 

►  Andorra is one of only 6 countries in the world that does not have a Scout 
Association, probably because it’s simply too small. This does not at all affect your 
included Winter Sports Scout Travel Insurance while we’re there.

  Goggles and Sunglasses  

  Sunblock & Lipsalve 

  Gloves, must be waterproof 

  Warm Hat & Scarf 

  Ski Socks (at least two pairs, please!) 
 
►  All these are available easily from high street shops or the internet. However, it is well worth a visit to a dry ski slope near you to have a 

look in their shop for the proper gear so you get a better idea of what is available & what sort of items & styles suit you best.
